PART 1
INTRODUCTION

INTENT OF THE PLAN

This Official Plan is intended to form the foundation for
decistons that arc to be made by Council. tiembers of the
public and government agencies with respect to future
land use in the Township of Perry. The guidelines
contained in this plan are intended to assist Council in the
decision making process while providing members of the
public with some sense of assurance as to the future
development of their lands and the lands around them.

The basic intent of this plan is to guide future
development 1o arcas where it is most suited and (o
protect the physical and natural resources of the
temicipality it order to adlow for their continued use and
CIJoVINent.

Structure of the Plan

This Plan contains tour distinet levels of policies. They are
as follows:

The Basis

The Basis are the general principles on which this plan
has been formulated.  These principles relate to the
municipality in its entirety and establish the framework for
the remaining policies (n the Plan. Where situations of
uncertainty  or conflict occur in the objectives or
development policies in the Plan, reference should be
made to the basis in order to determine the general
principles on which these more detailed pn]mus have
been based.,

Designations

Schedule "A', the land use map, sets out a number of land
use designations in the municipality. These designations
establish the types of developulent that may occur on lands
in different parts of the municipality and the arcas which
are to be protected fromnt development.,

Objectives

Within each land use designation. there are general
objectives which deal specifically with how lands within
that designation may develop. The objectives form the
basis for the more detailed land use policies contained in
cach designation. Where uncertainty exists as to the
intent of a specitic peolicy. reference should be made to the
objectives of that designation.

Development Policies

The development policies act as the primary guidelines to
be used in determining i specilic development preposals
comply with the intent of the Plan. The development
policies are more detailed in nature and apply on a site by
site basis within the designation to which they apply.

BASIS OF THE PLAN

This is the tirst Otficial Plan lor the Township of Perry. As
suchoit indroduces a new concept of land use regulation in
the municipality where none previously existed,

This plan has been based i part on data coliccted in
detailed background study ot the Township of Perry.
Sources ol this information include, Provincial Ministries,
Statisties Canada. existing municipal information and on-
site review ol land use and physical conditions.  As the
conditions and information on which this plan has been
lormulated change, there will need to be changes to the
policies contained in the Plan. The plan will therelore be
reviewed every five years in accordance with the Planning
Act or earlier should cconomic, social or cnvirommental
conditions dictate,

At the present time. the Township of Perry is facing
significant development pressures, particularly for
residential developments in the southern part of the
Township. Council wishes to guide residential
development Lo ensurc that development does not result
in an undue financial burden to the municipality or adverse
environmental effects.

At the present time, there is little industrial development
in the Township. Connnercial development. which has
becen previously established along the shorelines of lakes in
the Township. has shown a continual decline. In an effort

to improve employment conditions and the economic
situation of the residents as well as broaden the municipal
assessment basc, Council wishes to encourage new
industrial and commercial development provided that it is
compatible with the environment, surrounding land uses,
and the present and future inhabitants of the Township.

There are signilicant areas of the Township of Perry which
contain non-rencwable resources and/or environmentally
sensitive arcas. ‘The protection of thesce areas shall take
precedence over the development of such lands for gain or
profit.

Historically much of the development in the Township has
been comprised of scasonal residential and commereizl
development along the shorelines of the farger lakes in the
municipality. At the present time, many of these lakes are
at or nearing  their  capacily to maintain  their
cnvironmental quality while sustaining new development.
EExtreme care will be taken by Council in considering any
new developments in shoreline arcas to ensure  that
further deterioration ol the environmental quatity of the
lakes within the Township does not oceur.

In accordance with the Land Use Planning for Housing
Policy Statement, Council shall:

a) cncourage the provision of o mix and range of
housing tvpes in the municipality;

£>) require o mininuan of 25% of new  residential
development to be alfordabile:

) reduce the time (o process residential applications.
to the greatest extent practical:

d) cncourage residential intensification based on the
physical polential. availability of scrvices and need
for accommodation; and,

) monitor the provision of aftordable housing in the
municipality.

At the present time the Township of Perry docs not own
Or maintain any municipal sewage treatment or water
treatment facilities.  Within the lifetime of this Plan.
Councit does not intend to provide municipal scwage -or
water facilities in the Township.
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New public works within the Township will be guided by
the policies of this Plan. It is not Council’s intent to
provide significantly more services than what is presently
being provided by the municipality. However. Council does
intend to improve the level of services presently being
provided through undertaking community improvemecriit
works within the communities of Emsdale and Novar. [n
addition Council will preparc a five-vear capital works
program which is consistent with the objectives of this
Plan.

This part of the Plan applies to the land use designations shown on
Schedule "A’ to this Plan.

Objectives

Ta protect the residential character of existing
neighbourhoods.

To provide a tocus lor new rvesitdential and commercial
development in the Township,

To ¢ncourage the improvement of existing residential and

commercial development within the cowmmunities of

[Cmsdale and Novar.

To provide a broad range and mix of housing in accordance
with 1the Land Use Planning for Housing Policy Statement.

Policies
Permitted Uses

Permilted ases in areas designated Community shall
include low and medium density residential, public.
institutional and commercial uses.  Examples ot these
ineclude churches, community centres, day carc centres.
group homes. libraries, schools, dwellings, home
occupations, senior citizen housing, recreational facilities,
convenicnce stores, post oftices, restaurants and similar
commercial uses. In addition, tourist commercial uses
such as hotels. motels or resorts may also be permitted.

Standards

New development in the Community designations in
Emsdale and Novar shall proceed preferably by plan of
subdivision on the basis of communal water and scwer
SCIVLICesS,

Development may procced on the basis of private sewage
and water systems. Where development of more than 5

lots is proposed, the applicant shall provide a report on
servicing options, including communal services, to the
ah%f')(‘non of the Ministry of the Environment and Energy
or its designated agencies.

Prior to consideration of any new development of more
than 4 lots. the applicant shall be required to submit an
environmental impact assessment report for the Ministry
of the Environment and Energy for review and approval.
The report may demonstrate potable groundwater yield.
negligible groundwater interference, soil suitability and
sufficient arca for eftluent treatment.

New Commercial uses should be grouped with existing
commercial uses and be designed so as to minimize
impact on adjacent residential areas.  Home occupation
uses will be permitted i residential areas subject 1o the
provisions ol the Zoning By-law,

All new roadways and parking arcas i the Community
designation shall have paved surfaces atilizing curb and
gutter construction and sidewalks. Where residential lots
have in excess of 30 mPtch frontage. curbs and gutters
may not be reguired. The municipality will endeavonr to
provide this standard ni construetion in existing arcas of
the Cotnmuanity.

Zoniny

The implementing Zoning By-law will provide specific
zones and provisions for diflerent residential. commercial
and imstitutional uses within the Communtifyy  designation.

RURAL
Objectives

To preserve the rural character and prevent the intrusion
of land uses which arc incompatible with the resource
activities ol the arca or which will result in a net increase
in costs of services provided by the municipality.

To recognize and protect arcas of high capability in
agriculture. forestry, mineral extraction. recrcation and
other resources.

To provide for land uses which are desirable in the
Township vet incompatible with ¢xisting and fulurce
development in Commuriity or Shoreline arcas.

Policies
Permitted Uscs

Permitted uses include agricultural production, forest
management, conservation works, parkland. fishery
resource management, mineral exploration and mining,
wavside pits and quarries, commercial fur harvesting,
resiclential dwellings. commercial tourist camps. highway
commercial uses, small scale industrial or institutional
developments, waste disposal sites, group homes. pits and
quarries and areessory uses,

Residential

New  permanent  residential  development  shall Dbe
encouraged to locate in the Community designation.
Limited new permanent development may be permitted in
the Rural designation in the vieinity of other residential
uses on existing roadwavs where school busing and winter
maintenanee is presently being provided.  Scattered or
isolated development shall be discouraged.  The density
and minimum lot sizes shall be established in (he Zoning
By-law,

[Lstate Residential

Estate residential subdivisions should locate in arcas with
extensive tree cover, inleresting topography. and fronting
onto  paved roadways that are publicly owned and
maintained and should not generally exceed thirty (30)
lots. Estate lots should have an average lot size of 0.8 ha
[2.00 aeres) and be serviced by internal rondways. Cul-de-
sacs and dead-end rowdds shall generally be avoided except
where the topography of the arca makes the provision of
an inlernal loop or through road impractical.

Applications for Estate Residential Development must be
supported by a Hydrogeological Assessment indicating that
the site is capable of providing adequate water and sewage
disposal facilitics for the proposed development.

Where a dc'\«'elopment of five or more lots is proposed, the
applirant shall provide a report on the servicing options
including communal services to the satisfaction of the
Ministry of the Enviromment and Encrgy or its designated
agencies.

The applicant shall submit a report to Council which
identifics the amount of existing and undeveloped lots in
the Township and considers the Township's population
projeclions in order to justify the necd for the cstate
residential subdivision.

Agriculture

Due to the scarcity of workable farmland in the Township,
areas of existing and potential agricultural production shall
be preserved. All development in this designation should
occeur in compliance with the Agricultural Code of Practice
and the Minimum Distanee Separation formula.

[ndustrial Development

New indastrial development may be permitted in the Rural
area through the process of rezoning and shall be subject
to Site Plan Control in order to minimize the potential
tnpacts ol noise, vibration, dust and other adverse impacts
on surrounding lands.  This type of development will be
limited to those uses which require extensive amounts of
space, serve the needs ol the rural arca. do not release
Inrge amounts of effluent into the enviromuent or
coustitute a threat to groundwater resonrees as a resull of
a leals or spill and are considered incompatible uses in the
more developed arcas of the Township.

The industrial usce of land in the Rural designation shall be
for manufacturing, processing, servicing and storing of
voods and raw materiols.  Limited retail sales of products
manutuctured on the same premises may be permitted as a
complementary usce. Industrial uses shall have frontage on
a maintained municipal rondway.  Outside storage should
be sereened from vicw.  In addition, buffering and setbacks
ol the industrial development may be required as a
condition of approval trom Council.

The development ot pits and quarries for commercial
purposes is permitied in areas designated as Rural and
may be permitted subject to rezoning and the related
policies of this Plan,

The Ministry of Natural Resources and the Ministry of the
Environment and Encrgy shall be consulted if Council
believes thal there mav be respective impacts of the
proposed development on the environment.
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Commercial Tourist Camps

Commercial Tourist Camps may be permitted in Rural
areas subject to rezoning and Site Plan approval. Council
shall ensure that such uses are well screened from
surrounding lands and roadways and at least 400 metres
from Shoreline areas.

Highway Commercial Development

New highway commercial uses related to the travelling or
vacationing public for the lands along Highway No. 11 shall
be encouraged to locate in the Community designation in
Emsdale and Novar: thesc will be the primary areas for
Highwiyv Commercial uses,

I certain circumstances. Highway Cowmercial develop-
ment may oceur, in the Rural designation along Highway
No. 11 in the vicinity of major intersections it the location
can be justitied.

Only those lands which meet the minimum requirements
ol the Ministry of Transportation and can obtain
appropricte permits trom that Ministry tor dicect access (o
Highway No. 11 will be considered tor development,

Waste Disposal Sites

Only those sites approved by the Ministry of the
Environment and the Town shall be used for the disposal
or storage of solid or hquid waste. Al such sites shall be
operated according Lo the standards establishied by the
Ministry ol the Environment and the Township's approved
Waste Management Master Plan.

The existing and former waste disposal sites in the
Township are shown on Schedule "A’

The Ministry of the LEnvironment and Energy shall be
consulted on all proposed developments or expansions of
current uses with private services located within 500
metres of such sites. These proposals will require; an
Environmental Impact Assessment Report to demonstrate
that the water supply of the proposed development will
not be negatively impacted and that other problems are
not present (e.g. leachate. mcethane gas, rodents and
vermin): and ultimately the approval of the Ministry of the
Environnment and Energy.



No use shall be made of this land or land covered by water
which has been uscd for the disposal of waste within a
period of 25 years from the year in which such land ceased
to be used unless the approval of the proposed use has
been granted by the Minister of the Environment. The
purpose of this provisioen is to reduce adverse impacts to
the health and safety of individuals and the environment.

4.2.9 Scrvicing in Rural Arcas

Any development requiring a private sewage and/or water
treatment systenm. necessitates the approval of the
Ministry of the Environment and Encrgy or its designate,

Where a private septic system is required for such uses as
commercial operations, tourist camps or multiple unit
dwellings, an Environmental Impdct Assessment Report is
required for review and approval by the Ministry of the
Environment and Encrgy or its designate. This report
must demonstrate soil suitability, sufficient arca for the
etftuent treatiment and site suitability,

5.0 ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AREAS
5.1 Objectives
5.1.1 To protect human life and reduce property damage by

controlling development on those lands that are physically
unsuitable for development.

5.1.2 To protecl arcas ol biological or ccological signilicance
such as habitat areas and wetlands,

5.1.3 To implement the provincial policy statemeni on wetlands.
[t 1s Couneil’s intention that as provincially significant
wetlands  are identified by the Ministry of Natural
Resources, the Official Plan  will be amended to
incorporate their protection,

5.2 Policies
5.2.1 Permitted Uses

The Environmental Protection designation as shown on
Schedule "A', applics to lands which possess physical
characteristics which could cause scvere property damage
or loss of life if development is permitted. The physical
characteristics include flood and crosion susceptibility,
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organic soils and extreme slopes. The areas also include
important wildlife habitat, fish spawning areas and
wetlands. The uses and activities permitted within arcas
designated as Enuvironmental Protection shall be limited
to agriculture, conservation, horticultural nurseries.
forestry, wildlife areas. fishery rcsource management.
public or private parks. and outdoor recreational activities
which can be developed without adverse environmental
impacts.

Construction Restrictions

No buildings or structures, nor the placing or removal ot

Gl of anv kind whether it originates on site or elsewhere
shall be permitted in Envirorunental Protection designated
areas.  An exception (o this occurs where such buildings,
structures or fill are to be used in flood or erosion conirol
and have heen approved by Council in consultation with
the Ministry of Natural Resources.

Loands under Private Ownership

Privately owned lands which are designated Environmenial
Protection may not remain so designated forever. Neither
does this pnply that those lands are freely acoessible to the
general public, or that the Township will purchase those
lands.  Each application for development of Environmental
Protection areas for other purposes may Dbe given
considerationn by Council and the Ministry of the Natural
Resources.  The following will be considered in their final
decision:

) Existing environmental, ceological or physical
constramts:

1) The potential impact of the hazards,

) The proposed engincering and resource
management techniques which may be used Lo
alleviate these impacts;

d) The socinl, monetary and biological costs of those
engineering techniques and resource management
practices in relation to the proposed land use; and,

€] The impacts of the proposed devclopment on
existing upstream or downstream development,

Where Council and the Ministry of Natural Resources are
satisfied that the lands may be developed in accordance
with the above-noted criteria, the lands may be zoned and
used in accordance with the policies of the adjacent
designation and an Official Plan Amendment shall not be
necessary.

Setbacks

Building setbacks may be imposed from the houndaries of

Environmental Protection areas as found in the imple-
menting zoning byv-law and in consultation with the
Ministry of Natural Resources. The severity of the hazard
or the sensitivity ol the ecological resource is the deter-
mining lactor.

Mineral Extraction

The removal or placement of fill may be permitted in
conjuncltion with an established pit or quarry within lands
designated as Enoironmental  Protection through a
rezoning.  The rezoning should only be granted after
Council in consultation with the Ministry of Natural
Resaureces have reviewed and Environmental hmpact
Repart nroposed in aecordanee with Subscetion 5.2.03 and
have determined that the operation will not alter the
Hoodplain or any environmentally sensitive areas so as (o
canse detrimental impacts,

Non-Conlorming Uses

The expansion of existing non-conforming uses located
within arcas designated as Environmental Protection shall
be discouraged.  Where expansion or replacement does
accur, Council shall require the submission of an
Covironmental Tmpact Report proposed in accordance
with Sobscction 5.2.3 to censure that adequate measures
are 1aken to alleviate the threal of the hazard or impact on
the environment.

Objectives

To provide tor the development of residential and tourist
commercial uses adjacent to lakes and rivers.

To ensure that the qualily of the lake and river
environment is maintained or improved.

To encourage the improvement of cxisting development
and the environment in shoreline areas.

Palicies
Poermitted Uses

Permitted nses in arens designated Shoretine on Schednale
AT shall inelude detached dwellings, commercial tourist
resorts with associated commercial uses. lodges, hotels,
marinas, and recreational activities.

Development Standards

New residential developments should have o minimuim
frontadge ol 60 metres (200 feet) and an average lot area of
3.000 square melres (1 aere) per unit.

Tourist commereial developments mayv be permitted on
the hasis ol 6 metres frontage on the waterbody and a
maximum  density  that does not exceed 1O units per
heetare where a unit is defined as o rental cottage or a
cianp site. or room in a hotel, motel or lodge.

Densities  in excess ol these requirements may  be
permitted through an amendment to the zoning by-law
subject to the developer entering into a Site Plan
Aprcement with the wmunicipality. wherein additional
facilities such as a golf course, swimming pools or other
recreational tacilities are provided.

Tourist commercial activities shall have frontage on a
maintained municipal roadway and be buffered from
dwellings on neighbouring propertics,

Tourist Cammercial developments shall not occur on
waterbodies having less than 40 hectares (100 acres)
surface area or on those portions of waterbodies that have

a width of less than 400 metres with the only exception
being the Magnetawan River.

No development shall be permitted which would result in
a waterbody being developed to the point of being over
capacity as deterinined by Council in consultation with the
Ministry of Natural Resources, the Ministry of the
Environment and Energy and adjacent municipalities in

the same watershed. The Township will monitor
development on lakes to ensure thal the capacity is not
exceeded. Any development within 300 metres of a lake

shall be deemecd to have an inipact on the waterbody.

On lakes identified as cold water fisheries by the Ministry
of Natural Resources, capacity estimates based on wart'
quality may be reduced by up to 75 per cent in order
protect and sustain the fishery.

Should development be proposed which mav bring a lake
near the estimated capacity, Council shall only consider
the proposal alter the developer has submitted an impact
report preparced by a qualilicd professional to satisty the
concerns of Counceil in consultation with the Ministry of
Natural Resourees, the Ministry of the Environment and
Foergy and adjacent municipalitics in the same watershed.
lo such instances approval ot the developmient may be
stthject 1o additional requirements contained in the Zoning
Byv-Taw or subdivision agreements,

I no case shadl any development exceed thie capacity of
the waterbody to sustain additional d(\.’tl(]plll(‘ﬂ[ from
cither a biological or o reereational perspective.

Recreational Carrying Capacity shall be based on 1.6 ha (4
acres] of lake surtace arcas per unit, This standard may be
redueed where Council is satistied that cthe recreational
impact of the development can be reduced through site
design and development agreements,

Biological Carrying Capacity shall be based on development
maintaining the present quality ot the waterbody. In order
to accomplish this, Council shall not permit any lake in the
municipality to sustain an increasc in the cxisting
chlorophyll a veoncentration of in excess of 10 per cent
above its present level as detailed in the attached
Appendix Al

Based on the above criteria, Council recognizes that Bay
Lake and Clear Lake have already been developed beyond

their capacity limits. No development shall be permitted
on these lakes which would result in further deterioration
of the water quality.

In considering applications on the basis of seasonal
development. Council shall ensure that the seasonal nature
ol the area is maintained.

Council will consult with adjacent municipalities in
determining the capacity of a waterbody or watershed to
sustain development.  Council will encourage adjacent
municipalities to apply similar policies in reviewing
development proposals. Where a waterbody is located in
more than one municipality, the capacity limits established

in this Plan shall be allocated based on the proportion of

lake surface area located in cach municipality.

Development in Shoreline arcas shall generally occur as a
single tier of development adjacent to the shoreline.

A limited amount of second tier developmient in the form
of residential backlots created by consent may ouly occur
in arcas where there is o maintained public access to the
waler that is physically suitable, adequately sized and
within 300 metres of the proposed lots.  In addition, the
Zoning By-law shall require larger frontages and setbacks
tor hacklot development,

New permanent residential development must be located
on permanent vear round roads maintained by the
municipality,

New seasonal residential developments are penmitted to
locate on roads that area seasonally maintained by the
municipality.

Persons wishing to convert a scasonal residence which
fronts on a roadway that s not maintained year-round to a
permanent residence shall apply for an amendment to this
Official Plan to change the designation ot the roadway on
Schedule "A

Shoreline developments that combine residential and
commercial uses such as timesharc or lease-back
condominium or cooperative developments shall not
exceed densities of 10 metres of shoreline per unit or 8
units per hectare. Developments of this type shall be
subject to Site Plan Control. Persons wishing to convert a
scasonal residence which fronts on a roadway that is not

maintained year-round to a permanent residence shall
apply for an amendment to this Official Plan to change the
designation of the roadway on Schedule ‘A"

Shoreline developments may take the form of cluster
residential development where the land adjacent to the
shoreline to a depth of approximatelvy 60 metres is
maintained as open space. In such instances. the density
of the development shall not exceed 10 metres of
shorcline per unit or 8 units per hectare.

Emsdale Lake is a sensitive trout lake., At the time of
approval of this Plan. lLakeshore carrying capacity
estimates for Emsdale Lake had not been completed.
Prior to any further lot creation on Emsdale Lake. detailed
lakeshore carrying capacity determinations shall be
completed to the satisfaction of the Township, the
Ministry of Natural Resources and The Ministry of
Environment and Energy, Further development shall not
compromise the abilily of Emsdale Lake to support its lake
trout population.

PART III
GENERAL DEVELOPMENT POLICIES

RESOURCE PROTECTION AREAS
Objectives

To ensure that local and regional needs for the natural
resources in the Township are met with a minimum
degree of impact or disturbance to the residents of the
surrounding area and the natural environment.

To ensure that development in the vicinity of important
natural resources does notl adverscly  aftect thosce
IOSOUTre.s.

Policies

Resouwrce Protection arcas are lands containing wildlite
habitat, scnsitive fisheries arcas and non-rencwable
TOSOLITCES.

The natural resources in the Township consists of timber,
minerals and tur bearing animals. Those arcas considerced
sensitive to additional development are fish spawning habi-
tal arcas, deer habitat and waterfowl wetland arcas.  The
Resowgee Protection designation is an over-lay designation
providing an exira level of protection to these arcas., The
uses permitted shall be those uses permitted in the under-
lving designation provided that the use will not signifi-
cantly affect the resource. The following policies are in-
tended to be used as guilde tor Council in assessing the
applicability and sensitivity of development proposals.
When considering a development proposal, Council will
consult with the Ministry of Natural Resources regarding
all proposals affecting lands designated Resource
Protection.

Forests

[n order to direct and encourage proper forest
management, and provide for a continued forest based
industry, Council will discourage new development in
prinme forest areas and encourage the retention of forest
cover on stream and river banks and lakeshores.
