Mayor Core called the meeting to order and presented the following Resolution.

Be it resolved that this Special Meeting of the Council of the Township of Pery be opened at
1:00 p.m. with Mayor Core presiding in the Chair. Carried.

There were no declarations of pecuniary interest.

Mayor Core offered Robert Miller, Planner fbr the Township of Perry, the opportunity to discuss
the events of August 25tt' ,2008 when Mr. Miller left the preconsultation meetings prematurely.

Mr. Miller commented on various topics and situations, including:
o the difficulty in administering the preconsultation process put in place by the province;
o the changes in the legislation;
o the administration of the application process, as he sees it;
o the commitments he currently has with Perry Township (i.e. the consolidation of the text

of the Comprehensive Zoning By-law and the map schedules; and the draft 'new' Official
Plan now before MMAH);

o that most municipalities have a procedural manual that they follow;
o the events occurring with regard to the two Minor Variance applications recently before

Council;
o his perception ofthe 'front end process' for applicants;



o what work is included in his 'agreement' and that attending meetings of Council, mileage
and accommodation are included in his monthly retainer; and

o the suggestion to not have a Committee of Adjustment and comments thereto.

The Clerk then commented with regard to:
o the preconsultation process provided in draft form to Council;
o the procedure that is followed with all applicants;
r the preparation of the 'Minor Variance Notices' and the procedure followed;
e the conscious effort to limit costs for all ratepayers; and
o in an effort to monitor planning costs, the suggestion that all requests for communications

with regard to planning applications/services flow through the Clerk's office.

It was suggested that the agreement between Mr. Miller and Perry Township may need to be
renegotiated.
